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With the belief that WAD promotion should not be a one-day event, the 
HSAPF has held four major campaigns in 2011 ς two in Taipei (Northern 
Taiwan), one in Taichung (Central Taiwan) and one in Pingtung (Southern 
Taiwan) in order to voice all over the country.  
 
The first one was a promotional parade in Taipei, the capital of Taiwan, ROC. 
More than 100 voluntary workers wore WAD Taiwan T-shirts parading in one 
of the most crowded area in Taipei. This event attracted hundreds of people 
to come with the attention of the media. It was a great success. 
 
Our second and third events were two three-day WAD promotion campaigns 
one at the World Trade Center in Taipei (North) and one in middle Taiwan-- 
Taichung. Tens of thousands of people took part in the two three-day fairs. 
WAD flags, posters, WAD e-newsletters, T-shirts were displayed and 
distributed at the venue. HSAPF also held a Q & A session on WAD in the 
events, gifts were given to participants who got the right answers.  
 
To draw the attention from people in the South, we make the grand finale of 
this yearΩs campaign in Pingtung Cityτthe Southernmost city in Taiwan. 
More than 200 people from Pingtung, Kaohsiung and Tainan areas registered 
and participated in our international conference. The theme of the 
conference was άNGOs and Animal Welfare Issues. The purpose was to train 
current and future animal welfare NGO workers. Participants all received a 
certificate after this event. This conference was also recognized by the 
Taiwanese government as an official course for civil workers to fulfill their 
required learning hours. 
 
WAD flags, flyers and T-shirts were displayed to further promote the WAD at 
the venue. This conference was a joint event, also a successful model of 
cooperation among NGOs, the government and the academics. It was 
sponsored by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, organized by Ming Chuan 
University, Help-Save-A-Pet Fund Taiwan (us) and the National Pingtung 
University of Science and Technology. We were very happy to receive a letter 
from the WAD headquarter giving us encouragement and blessings to the 
conference.  
 
In addition to speeches, a tour to the Wild Animal Center was arranged in 
the afternoon, followed by a training course of how to communicate with 
pets. Prior to the conference, all participants agreed to be at least one-day 
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vegetarian as we only provided vegetarian lunch boxes at the conference to 
show our respect to animal rights and environmental protection.
