Pl Saturday, 4th October, the Feast of St Francis, there was a blessing of the animals in the plaza in
eeeeeessssmsal front of St Mary's Cathedral in Sydney. Francis, like so many mystics shared the joy of God in the
geNYellv i 50 original blessing of creation. Therefore the yearly blessing of the animals is a gathering at which that

e wonder of the first creation continues to be shared with the pets and people.

we NSNS This year Cathedral plaza was a most fitting venue. Planter boxes filled with colourful flowers and

the spring showers contributed to the creational theme of the occasion. The stall holders around the
Lirage g S 0 plaza and the children's face painting added to the festive spirit of the day. There was also, a serious
Srife UL Mmessage, a consciousness-raising exercise for the wider community on the plight of animals who are
exploited and devalued by societies around the world. Daily papers all too often report the atrocities
perpetrated on cats, rabbits, kangaroos, sheep, chickens and, just last week, two dogs in Western
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Sydney. There is a growing tendency to ignore this mistreatment of animals and to disregard their
pain and sufferings.

Therefore the annual blessing of the animals is a time of healing and gratitude. Animals have made
and continue to make valuable contributions to daily life in many ways. For example, last Saturday,
the customs and police departments demonstrated the integral place of their working dogs in
protecting society and combating crime. Then there was the family pets who contribute the gift of
their very self to make the house a home. Dogs, a cat, a snake, birds, a blue tongue lizard, a
donkey all made it for the blessing. Some people had urns or boxes containing ashes of pets who
had died. Photographs provided a presence for those pets who had not made the journey into the
city. The blessing touched both the animals and people, even international tourists joined the group.
There was a peace and harmony as people from different backgrounds and religious traditions found
a common purpose to praise God for their pets and animals generally.

Various media groups reported on aspects of the blessing. Sunday's Sun-Herald (5th October),
carried a photo of Hunter (a cat) and Bentley (a Boxer cross Mastiff) with a caption explaining the
facts of the event.

On the other hand, a team from the Australian Museum were filming a documentary on pets in
Sydney. Unlike the factual approach of the Sunday paper, this documentary seeks to explore the
spiritual and psychological dimensions of the human-pet relation. Other photographers and TV
networks were concerned with the religious themes of the day and were keen to learn about creation
theology and its sense of original blessing as against original sin. There was much filming of my
stole which was made from a material printed with cats and dogs. The stole has a cross to represent
the re-creation of all things in Christ and a rainbow.

The Kingdom of God is about harmony, not division...

The rainbow represents that place in the new creation where the pets waits for its human family so
that they might all gather again and go into life. In Eucharistic Prayer 1V, this is the image which
is presented when the assembly prays: "May we praise you with all your creatures forever in
heaven". This Kingdom of God is not about division but about harmony, the shalom-time,
when all creation will praise God and when death and separation will be no more. God will
again pronounce all things "very good" (Gen 1:31).

There was a real ecumenical dimension to the day. Ritual provided common ground for various
denominations of Christians to gather and thank God for the gift of their animals. Water which is the
very building block of life was blessed and used to signify freshness and openness to God's life. Thus
the old hymn, Morning has Broken, reflects;

Sweet the rain's new fall, sunlit from heaven
Like the first dewfall, on the first grass

Praise for the sweetness of the wet garden
Sprung in completeness where his feet pass[1]

Saturday's blessing not only celebrated the contribution of animals to society but it
provided a healing experience for all. Significantly, it augurs well for the healing of both
Church and the society if differences can be set aside, replaced by the completeness of
God.
